— “Theory and Practice” covers researches on perennially important legal topics;

— “Foreign Experience” gives the analysis of important theoretical and practical issues in Russian law and order through the prism of foreign law and order. Articles by foreign researchers and practitioners;

— “Reviews” overlooks the most interesting novelties in legal literature.
